I recently had a debate with a four-year-old about building with blocks. There is no shortage of blocks at our house. As a “master builder” (do you know that movie reference?), I was asked to build something unique and beyond his skillset. However, all the blocks needed for the project were in use. The debate came when I explained that it was necessary to take something apart to build what was requested.
This scenario has a strong similarity to biblical transformation. 
2 Corinthians 3:16-18
16 But when one turns to the Lord, the veil is removed. 17 Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. 18 And we all, with unveiled face, beholding the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from one degree of glory to another. For this comes from the Lord who is the Spirit.
The word for transformation is closely associated with our English word for metamorphosis, meaning transformation from one form to another. The Greek word used by Paul is μεταμορφόω (metamorphoó) and is defined in essentially the same way. 
But how can we, who already have an established life, become something new? The answer is transformation (Romans 12:1-2). In the same way the four-year-old had to give up his blocks, we have to yield the blocks of our life to God so that He can create what he wants with our lives. The intended outcome is a life that looks like Christ. 
We know this because Paul said:
Galatians 2:20
I have been crucified with Christ. It is no longer I who live, but Christ who lives in me. And the life I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.
Right now, we are in an incredibly challenging time in which we have been called individually and as a congregation to allow God to transform us even further into people and a body of believers that look increasingly more like his son. It requires us to yield to him so that he can transform. Yes, it is uncomfortable. But the outcome is awesome!
May God bless us in our metamorphosis.
